SUBTOPIC POLICY REGULATION EXHIBIT
X

DETAIL

The Governing Board recognizes the value of academic research to
improve educational programs and practices. Researchers shall
respect the privacy rights of students, in accordance with law,
Board policy and administrative regulation. Subject
participation in all research is voluntary. Researchers shall
ensure that data collection procedures, data safeguarding
procedures, and reports based on the research protect the
confidentiality of all subjects. Analysis and reports for
groups of students defined by traits, such as gender, race or
ethnicity, or socio-economic status, shall be prohibited
whenever the number of students in a group is small enough that
there is a risk of i1dentifying individual students. Researchers
shall provide the district with a set of safeguards.

The Superintendent or designee may authorize research projects
within the district by groups or persons in consultation with
designated administrators and/or teachers when such research 1is
aligned with district goals and objectives and is likely to
benefit the district without disrupting the school program.

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that
parents/guardians receive prior notification of any surveys or
evaluations that collect personal student information and that
consent i1s obtained in accordance with law.
