brief report on his or her own activities, or to refer the matter to staff. Individual members of the
public who submit a public speaking card prior to the Board hearing an agenda item or general
public comments shall be allowed three (3) minutes to address the Board on each agenda or
nonagenda item, depending on the number of speakers. If there are ten or more speakers on an
agenda or nonagenda item, the Board shall limit the allowed time to two (2) minutes per speaker.
Individual speakers who submit a public speaking card after the Board begins to hear an agenda
item or general public comments shall be allowed one (1) minute to address the Board. A public
speaker may yield his/her time to another speaker, but must be present when his/her name is
called. The donor would then give up his/her opportunity to speak. The public speaker who
receives the donated minutes shall speak for no more than four (4) minutes maximum. The
president may take a poll of speakers for or against a particular issue and may ask that additional
persons speak only if they have something new to add. Individuals represented by a common
point of view may be asked to select one individual to speak for the group. The president may, at
his/her discretion, allow five (5) minutes for those who are serving as a spokesperson for a group
or organization. The Board may limit the total time for public input on each item to thirty (30)
minutes. If the number of persons wishing to address the Board of Education exceeds the time
limit, additional time will be provided in Section XVI.

The Advancement Via Individual Determination (AVID) program trains educators to use proven
practices in order to prepare first generation college-going students for success in high school,
college and a career, especially those underrepresented in higher education. Specifically,
AVID:

e Teaches skills and behaviors for academic success

¢ Provides intensive support with tutorials and strong student/teacher relationships

e Creates a positive peer group for students

o Develops a sense of hope for personal achievement gained through hard work and

determination

The Young Collegians (YC) program, offered through a collaborative partnership with the Santa
Monica College (SMC), supports non-AVID, first generation college-going students to develop a
college-going identity as they accrue dual enroliment units.

Annually, staff has presented information about AVID and YC: Program purpose, components,
outcomes, etc. This year staff engaged in collecting data from staff and students for the
purpose of evaluating the programs. Evaluation is a process that critically examines a program
by collecting and analyzing information and data about a program’s activities, characteristics,
and outcomes. Its purpose is to make judgments about a program, to improve its effectiveness,
and/or to inform programming decisions.

CPI-U Adjustment: Section 4. of Resolution 07-09, Resolution Proposing a
Renewal of Special Taxes to Be Placed on the February 4, 2008 Ballot for Voter
Approval requires that: "Prior to levying of the special tax each fiscal year, the
Board shall conduct a public hearing on the matter. Notice of the time, date and
place of hearing shall be published in accordance with applicable laws, posted at
least twice in a newspaper of general circulation in the District, and posting shall
commence at least fifteen (15) days prior to the hearing. Following said hearing
each year, the Board shall adopt a resolution establishing the rate per parcel for
that year, not to exceed $346.00 per year adjusted annually for inflation by the
CPI-U. “CPI-U” as used in this Resolution means the Consumer Price Index-All
Urban Consumers, All Items for the Los Angeles-Riverside-Orange County,
California Metropolitan Statistic Area, base period 1982-84=100, or its equivalent
should this Index cease to exist in its current format. The annual CPI-U
adjustment shall be based on the change in the CPI-U over the preceding fiscal
year. Any tax levied shall become a lien upon the properties against which taxes
are assessed and collectable as herein provided;"

According to The Santa Monica-Malibu Schools Quality Education Funding
Renewal Measure Section 4.A, THE TAX LEVY-Tax Base, “The annual CPI-U
adjustment shall be the twelve (12) month change in that index over the most
recently available twelve (12) month period preceding the date on which the
adjustment needs to be calculated for assessment purposes.” Subsequent to the
Public Hearing, the Board of Education will formally consider the adoption of a
$376.77 per parcel assessment for 2015-16 (0.1% increase from the current
$376.39 per parcel rate based on the change in the CPI-U between February
2014 and February 2015).

In Support of California State Senate Bill 277

WHEREAS, Measles is a highly contagious disease that can result in complications
including pneumonia, blindness, encephalitis and death;

WHEREAS, Measles can be prevented through the Measles, Mumps, Rubella (MMR)
vaccine, typically given to children at 12 months and 4-6 years of age;

WHEREAS, The MMR vaccine is 93 percent effective with the first dose and 97 percent
with the second dose in preventing measles;

WHEREAS, The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention stated in 2000 that
measles had been eradicated in the United States, meaning the disease no longer originates
here;

WHEREAS, 20 million cases of measles are reported annually around the world, and
travelers to the United States can transmit it to those who have not been vaccinated;

WHEREAS, A measles outbreak that started in Orange County in December has since
sickened dozens of people throughout California and other states;

WHEREAS, California Health Code 120325 requires children to be immunized against
measles and 10 other diseases prior to being admitted to public or private elementary or
secondary school, child-care center, day nursery, family daycare home or development center;

WHEREAS, California Health Code 120365 grants an exemption to this requirement if
the vaccination is contrary to the “personal beliefs” of the parent or guardian;

WHEREAS, As a result of this exemption, California has one of the lowest immunization
rates in the nation and now we are seeing increases in preventable diseases;

WHEREAS, We must all take the necessary steps to ensure we stop the spread of
measles, whooping cough and numerous other highly-contagious diseases; and

WHEREAS, California Sens. Richard Pan and Ben Allen have introduced Senate Bill
277, which would repeal the personal belief exemption, but allow an exemption for medical
reasons; and

WHEREAS, SB277 would also require school districts to notify parents of the
immunization rate at their child’s campus for each required vaccination at the start of every
academic year, and for the state to reimburse districts for any related costs;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Governing Board of the Los Angeles
Unified School District urges the California Legislature and the Governor to approve SB277 as a
way to protect all students and vulnerable adults from potentially serious, yet preventable,
diseases.

WHEREAS, through concurrent enroliment partnerships, school districts and community
college districts could create clear pathways of aligned, sequenced coursework that would allow

WHEREAS, to facilitate the establishment of concurrent enrollment partnerships, the

WHEREAS, AB 288, the College and Career Access Pathways (CCAP) Act, reduces
some of the state’s key barriers around concurrent enrollment and makes it possible to expand
college and career pathway opportunities for all students, thereby saving students and the state
valuable time, money and scarce educational resources.

Repeal Cap on District Reserve Levels

WHEREAS, School district governing boards have the obligation to provide a quality
education that is essential for an informed citizenry, a competitive economy, a fulfilling life for all
students, and the foundation of our democratic society; and

WHEREAS, School district governing boards are responsible for maintaining fiscal
solvency of the school systems they govern; and

WHEREAS, The Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF), based on the principle of
subsidiarity, provides governing boards, working with interested stakeholders, with the authority
to prioritize funds in order to provide quality education for all students, especially those who are
English learners, from low income households and who are Foster Youth; and

WHEREAS, Funds for crucial services for school operations, such as payroll, classroom
materials, school construction projects, technology, home-to-school transportation, deferred
maintenance, etc. often require successful ongoing cash-flow management and disciplined
planning, including the creation and maintenance of prudent financial reserves; and

WHEREAS, School district reserve levels, as well as their fund balances, are
determined by governing boards to meet local priorities and allow districts to save for potential
future expected and unexpected expenditures and for eventual economic downturns; and

WHEREAS, community funded schools (Basic Aid Districts) receive funds only twice a
year and must rely on adequate reserves to manage cash flow for normal daily operations and
for future purchases and unforeseen events; and

WHEREAS, the statutory minimum for school district reserves for economic
uncertainties ranges from 1 to 5 percent, depending on district enroliment, and covers between
one to five weeks of payroll, or less than 20 days of total cash flow; and

WHEREAS, Prudent budgeting raises expectations for school districts to establish and
maintain reserves above the statutory minimum; and

WHEREAS, The governing board of the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District
currently maintains a reserve for purposes of maintaining an acceptable credit rating; to meet
unexpected expenditures; to be used for long-term planning of major expenses, such as
textbook adoptions and deferred maintenance projects; and to have available during times of
economic fluctuation so that valuable instructional programs are not in jeopardy; and

WHEREAS, On June 20, 2014, the Governor signed into law SB 858 (Committee on
Budget and Fiscal Review, Chapter 32, Statutes of 2014), now embodied in California
Education Code 42127.10, and

WHEREAS, SB 858, Sec. 27 Education Code 42127.01, will become operative should
voters pass Proposition 2 on the November 2014 state ballot, and will require school districts to
spend their assigned and unassigned account balances down to no more than two to-three
times the minimum level of the statutory reserve for economic uncertainties (depending on
district size) in the fiscal year following the fiscal year in which the State of California makes a
payment of any amount to the Public School System Stabilization Account; and
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WHEREAS, Under SB 858 this provision, a deposit by the State of California of even $1
to the Public School System Stabilization Account would result in school districts throughout
California having to spend down billions of dollars in their reserves and ending balances; and

WHEREAS, It could take many years for the State of California to build up an adequate
Public School System Stabilization Account; yet, in one year, school districts would be forced to
spend down their reserves and ending balances to levels that could jeopardize fiscal solvency;
and

WHEREAS, The LCFF is not fully implemented, many school districts are still funded
below their 2007-08 levels, and districts cannot survive another downturn without fiscally
responsible reserves;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Board of Education of the Santa
Monica-Malibu Unified School District calls upon the Legislature and the Governor to repeal the
language contained in Sec. 27 of SB 858 (Chapter 32, Statutes of 2014) now in Education Code
42127.01 immediately.

REFUNDING BONDS

RECOMMENDATION NO. A.31

It is recommended that the Board of Education adopt Resolution No. 14-31 — A Resolution
Authorizing the Issuance of the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District (Los Angeles
County, California) 2015 General Obligation Refunding Bonds.

COMMENTS: An election was held in the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District (the

“District”) on November 7, 2006, at which the voters approved the issuance of
$268,000,000 of general obligation bonds (the “Authorization”). Under the
Authorization, the District previously issued $48,125,000 of Santa Monica-Malibu
Unified School District (Los Angeles County, California) Election of 2006 General
Obligation Bonds, Series B-1 (Build America Bonds — Direct Payment to District)
(the “Prior Bonds”).

The District now desires to refinance all or a portion of the outstanding Prior
Bonds on a crossover basis (so refunded, the “Refunded Bonds”) through the
issuance of general obligation refunding bonds (the “Refunding Bonds”) in an
aggregate principal amount of not-to-exceed $59,000,000. All benefits from the
refunding will be delivered to the property owners in the District. The final
maturity of the Refunding Bonds will not be later than the maturity dates of the
Refunded Bonds (August 1, 2034).

@) Bond Resolution. This Resolution authorizes the issuance of the
Refunding Bonds, in one or more series of federally taxable or federally tax-
exempt crossover refunding bonds. The Resolution authorizes the issuance of
the Refunding Bonds, specifies the basic terms, parameters and forms of the
Refunding Bonds, and approves the form of Purchase Contract, Continuing
Disclosure Certificate, Escrow Agreement and Preliminary Official Statement
described below. In particular, Section 1 of the Resolution establishes the
maximum aggregate principal amount of the Refunding Bonds to be issued
($59,000,000). Section 4 of the Resolution states the maximum underwriting
discount (0.5%) with respect to the Refunding Bonds, authorizes the Refunding
Bonds to be sold at a negotiated sale to Stifel Nicolaus & Company and RBC
Capital Markets LLC, as Underwriters. The Resolution authorizes the issuance
of current interest bonds only; capital appreciation bonds are not authorized.

(b) Form of Purchase Contract. Pursuant to the Purchase Contract, the
Underwriters will agree to buy the Refunding Bonds from the District. All of the
conditions of closing the transaction are set forth in this document, including the
documentation to be provided at the closing by various parties. Upon the pricing
of the Refunding Bonds, the final execution copy of the Purchase Contract will be
prepared following this form.
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(© Form of Preliminary Official Statement. The Preliminary Official
Statement (“POS”) is the offering document describing the Refunding Bonds
which may be distributed to prospective purchasers of the Refunding Bonds.
The POS discloses information with respect to, among other things, (i) the
proposed uses of proceeds of the Refunding Bonds, (i) the terms of the
Refunding Bonds (interest rate, redemption terms, etc.), (iii) the bond insurance
policy for the Refunding Bonds, if any, (iv) the security for repayment of the
Refunding Bonds (the tax levy), (v) information with respect to the District’s tax
base (upon which such ad valorem property taxes may be levied), (vi) District
financial and operating data, (vii) continuing disclosure with respect to the
Refunding Bonds and the District, and (viii) absence of litigation and other
miscellaneous matters expected to be of interest to prospective purchasers of the
Refunding Bonds. Following the pricing of the Refunding Bonds, a final Official
Statement for the Refunding Bonds will be prepared, substantially in the form of
the POS.

(d) Form of the Continuing Disclosure Certificate. The form of the Continuing
Disclosure Certificate can be found in APPENDIX C to the POS. Effective July 3,
1995, all underwriters of municipal bonds, are obligated to procure from a bond
issuer a covenant that such public agency will annually file “material financial
information and operating data with respect to the District” through the web-
based Electronic Municipal Market Access (“EMMA”) system maintained by the
Municipal Securities Rulemaking Board (which is the federal agency that
regulates “broker-dealers,” including investment bank firms that underwrite
municipal obligation issuances). This requirement is expected to be satisfied by
the filing of the District’s audited financial statements and other operating
information about the District, in the same manner the District has filed in
connection with prior bond issuances. The purpose of the law is to provide
investors in the Refunding Bonds with current information regarding the District.
Similar laws have governed the corporate debt market for many yeatrs.

(e) Escrow Agreement. Pursuant to the Escrow Agreement, proceeds from
the sale of the Refunding Bonds will be deposited in an escrow fund (the “Escrow
Fund”) held by U.S. Bank National Association (acting as “Escrow Agent”). The
monies in the Escrow Fund will be used by the Escrow Agent to (i) pay interest
on the Refunding Bonds through August 1, 2019 (the “Crossover Date”), and to
(i) refund the Refunded Bonds on the Crossover Date.

FISCAL IMPACT

There is no fiscal impact to the General Fund resulting from the issuance of the
Bonds.

RECOMMENDATION NO. A.32

It is recommended that the Board of Education adopt Resolution No. 14-32 — A Resolution Of
The Board Of Education Of The Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District, Los Angeles
County, California, Authorizing The Issuance Of Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District
(Los Angeles County, California) Election Of 2012 General Obligation Bonds, Series B, And
Actions Related Thereto

COMMENTS: An election was held in the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District on

November 6, 2012 for the issuance and sale of general obligation bonds of the
District for various purposes in the maximum amount of $385,000,000 (the
“‘Measure ES”). The District previously sold the first series of bonds under
Measure ES in the aggregate principal amount of $30,000,000. The District now
desires to issue the second series of bonds (the “Bonds”) under Measure ES in
an amount not-to-exceed $60,000,000.

@ Bond Resolution. This Resolution authorizes the issuance of Bonds,
specifies the basic terms, parameters and forms of the Bonds, and approves the
form of Purchase Contract, Preliminary Official Statement, and Continuing
Disclosure Certificate described below. In particular, Section 1 of the Resolution
establishes the maximum aggregate principal amount of the Bonds to be issued
($60,000,000). Section 4 of the Resolution states the maximum underwriting
discount (0.50%) with respect to the Bonds, the maximum legal interest rate on
the Bonds, and authorizes the Bonds to be sold at a negotiated sale to Stifel
Nicolaus & Company, Incorporated and RBC Capital Markets, LLC (collectively,
the “Underwriters”). The resolution only approves the issuance of the Bonds as
Current Interest Bonds; Capital Appreciation Bonds are not authorized.

(b) Form of Purchase Contract. Pursuant to the Purchase Contract, the
Underwriters will agree to buy the Bonds from the District. All the conditions of
closing the transaction are set forth in this document, including the
documentation to be provided at the closing by various parties. Upon the pricing
of the Bonds, the final execution copy of the Purchase Contract will be prepared
following this form.

(© Form of Preliminary Official Statement. The Preliminary Official
Statement (“POS”) is the offering document describing the Bonds which may be
distributed to prospective purchasers of the Bonds. The POS discloses
information with respect to among other things (i) the proposed uses of proceeds
of the Bonds, (ii) the terms of the Bonds (interest rate, redemption terms, etc.),
(iif) the bond insurance policy for the Bonds, if any, (iv) the security for repayment
of the Bonds (the ad valorem property tax levy), (v) information with respect to
the District’s tax base (upon which such ad valorem property taxes may be
levied), (vi) District financial and operating data, (vii) continuing disclosure with
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respect to the Bonds and the District, and (viii) absence of litigation and other
miscellaneous matters expected to be of interest to prospective purchasers of the
Bonds. Following the pricing of the Bonds, an Official Statement for the Bonds
will be prepared, substantially in the form of the POS.

It is recommended that the Board of Education adopt Resolution No. 14-33 implementing
certificated layoff, and to provide direction to issue notifications to employees whose services
are to be terminated.

COMMENT:

At the Board meeting of February 5, 2015, the Board approved a Particular Kinds
of Services (PKS) Resolution to reduce 4.90 FTE R.O.P. instructional services,
and that the designated employees be given notice that their services would not
be required for the upcoming school year. Before March 15, 2015, the impacted
employees were notified that their services would not be required for the 2015-
2016 school year, pursuant to Education Code 44949 and 44955.

Staff has been working on a plan for R.O.P. courses for the 2015-2016 school
year. As a result, it has been determined that some teachers in the R.O.P.
program will have their preliminary layoff notice rescinded. This information is
found in item 1.02.

This Resolution, No. 14-33, is the final step in the lay-off process and allows the
Superintendent to direct staff that the employees listed in the decision be given
appropriate notice that their employment will be terminated effective upon the
close of the 2014-2015 school year. Education Code section 44955(c) requires
that final board action and notifications to employees be given no later than May
14, 2015.

WHEREAS, on February 5, 2015, this Board adopted Resolution No. 14-15 which
included discontinuing and reducing particular kinds of services not later than the beginning of
the 2015-2016 school year, as described and set forth in that Resolution;

WHEREAS, on March 5, 2015, the Superintendent gave notice to this Board
recommending that various employees receive notice that their services will not be required for
the ensuing school year (2015-2016), pursuant to Education Code sections 44949 and 44955;

WHEREAS, prior to March 15, 2015, the Superintendent’s designated representatives
served notices to various employees, including those referenced in this Resolution, that it had
been recommended that each of their services will not be required for the 2015-2016 school
year pursuant to Education Code sections 44949 and 44955;

WHEREAS, said notices advised the recipients that they could request a hearing to
determine if there was cause for not reemploying them for the 2015-2016 school year and that if
they failed to timely request a hearing, that failure shall constitute a waiver of the right to a
hearing and his/her services will accordingly be terminated pursuant to the recommendation,
without a hearing;

WHEREAS, none of the employees who received notice submitted a timely Request for
Participation; thus, each of the employees who received notice thereby waived any rights to a
hearing, and the jurisdictional and statutory prerequisites have been satisfied as to these
employees as required by law;

WHEREAS, Education Code section 44949, subdivision (c)(3), provides that this Board
shall make the final determination as to the sufficiency of the cause and disposition of the layoff;

WHEREAS, Education Code section 44955, subdivision (c), requires final Board action
and notifications to employees no later than May 14, unless that date is extended pursuant to
Education Code section 44949, subdivision (e);

WHEREAS, although this Board is not required to consider or account for attrition
occurring after March 15, 2015 in the implementation of Resolution No. 14-15, the Board
nevertheless has determined that such attrition should be recognized and accounted for in order
to reduce the number of employees whose services are terminated:;

WHEREAS, the particular kinds of services to be discontinued and reduced as
referenced in Resolution No. 14-15 each determined to be a particular kind of service within the
meaning of Education Code section 44955;

WHEREAS, the particular kinds of services referenced in Resolution No. 14-15 be
discontinued and reduced within the meaning of Education Code section 44955 not later than
the beginning of the 2015-2016 school year;

WHEREAS, except as otherwise authorized by statute, the services of no permanent
employee (or other employee) are being terminated, in whole or in part, while any probationary
employee, or any other employee with less seniority is being retained to render a service which
said permanent (or other) employee is certificated and competent to render, within the meaning
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of Education Code section 44955(b); the individuals whose employment is being terminated, in
whole or in part, are not certificated and competent (within the meaning of Education Code
section 44955) to render the service being performed by any employee with less seniority who
is being retained;

WHEREAS, the jurisdictional and statutory prerequisites have been satisfied as to the
affected seven (7) individuals who did not request a hearing and therefore waived their right to a
hearing, to the extent required by law; sufficient cause exists for such employees’ termination of
employment after consideration of facts including but not limited to the employees’ seniority and
scope of credentials; and that cause relates to the welfare of the schools and the pupils thereof
within the meaning of Education Code section 44949, subdivision (c)(3), to the extent that
provision applies;

WHEREAS, rights to reemployment pursuant to Education Code section 44956 and/or
44957 shall be provided to the certificated employees whose services are terminated as a result
of this layoff;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that sufficient cause exists for the termination
of up to 4.90 full-time equivalent (FTE) certificated positions, and pursuant to and within the
meaning of Education Code section 44949, said cause relates to the welfare of the schools and
the pupils thereof;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that sufficient cause exists for the termination of the
services of the following certificated employees in the following amounts of full-time
equivalencies,

#7090 (0.08 FTE)
#9125 (0.26 FTE)

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the employment of each of the certificated
employees listed above be and hereby is terminated effective upon the close of this school year,
i.e., the end of the last working day as to each employee prior to July 1, 2015;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this decision is effective immediately and that the
Superintendent or his designee(s) may take such actions as are necessary and appropriate to
implement this Board’s decision, including at least giving appropriate notice to those certificated
employees listed above of the termination of their services because of discontinuances and
reductions of particular kinds of services to take effect upon the close of this school year, with
these notices being given before May 15, 2015, in the manner prescribed in Education Code
section 44949;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Superintendent or designee(s) are authorized to
rescind final notices given to any of the above-named employees if, prior to the employee’s last
working day prior to July 1, 2015, the Superintendent or designee(s) determines (a) attrition
occurring after the adoption of this Resolution has created a vacancy in a service for which
there is adequate funding to fill; and (b) any of the above-named employees is certificated and
competent to render such service, provided that any such rescissions shall be in the order of
seniority; and

the Education Code, if and when reemployment is offered and to the extent any reemployment
rights are applicable to any of the above referenced employees.
