PUBLIC COMMENTS

Public Comments is the time when members of the audience may address the Board of
Education on items not scheduled on the meeting’s agenda (the following rules apply to both
general public comments as well as comments about a specific agenda item). The Brown Act
(Government Code) states that Board members may not engage in discussion of issues raised
during Public Comments, except to ask clarifying questions, make a brief announcement, make a
brief report on his or her own activities, or to refer the matter to staff. Individual members of the
public who submit a public speaking card prior to the Board hearing an agenda item or general
public comments shall be allowed three (3) minutes to address the Board on each agenda or
nonagenda item, depending on the number of speakers. If there are ten or more speakers on an
agenda or nonagenda item, the Board shall limit the allowed time to two (2) minutes per speaker.
Individual speakers who submit a public speaking card after the Board begins to hear an agenda
item or general public comments shall be allowed one (1) minute to address the Board. A public
speaker may yield his/her time to another speaker, but must be present when his/her name is
called. The donor would then give up his/her opportunity to speak. The public speaker who
receives the donated minutes shall speak for no more than four (4) minutes maximum. The
president may take a poll of speakers for or against a particular issue and may ask that additional
persons speak only if they have something new to add. Individuals represented by a common
point of view may be asked to select one individual to speak for the group. The president may, at
his/her discretion, allow five (5) minutes for those who are serving as a spokesperson for a group
or organization. The Board may limit the total time for public input on each item to thirty (30)
minutes. If the number of persons wishing to address the Board of Education exceeds the time
limit, additional time will be provided in Section XVI. CONTINUATION OF PUBLIC COMMENTS.

DISCUSSION and MAJOR Items

As a general rule, items under DISCUSSION and MAJOR will be listed in an order determined by the
President, Vice President, and Superintendent. Individual Board members may move to request a change
in the order prior to consideration of any Major item. The Board may also move any of these items out of
order to be heard earlier in the meeting if it appears that there is special interest by the public or as a
courtesy to staff members making presentations to the Board.

On February 7,
2014, the District, via email, asked the DTSC to print, sign and return to
SMMUSD three (3) copies of the document approved the evening before. On
February 19, 2014, the District received a letter from Mr. Thomas Cota, Branch
Chief of DTSC, indicating a need to modify a small portion of the language in the
original agreement by deleting the first section of examples in Exhibit C, Scope of
Work. At the March 6, 2014, Board of Education meeting, the Board approved
the revised Voluntary Investigation Agreement as provided by the DTSC in the
amount of $41,664.

Due to increase scope of work, an addendum to the original agreement was
necessary. On August 13, 2014, the Board of Education approved an additional
amount of $70,930 bringing the total agreement amount to $112,594.

employee, which is concurred by the principal or the designee
of the principal.

In addition, this recommendation is based on the following finding:

48915(b)(2) Due to the nature of the act, the presence of the pupil
Causes a continuing danger to the physical safety of the
pupil or others.

The Administrative Hearing Panel recommends suspending enforcement of the
expulsion and allowing the student to attend the District’s Off Campus Learning
Center (OCLC) during the term of the expulsion. The student is expected to
make satisfactory progress in fulfilling the requirements of the Rehabilitation
plan. The expulsion order is to be put into effect if the student fails to make
satisfactory progress during the period of expulsion. If the expulsion is put into

effect, the student shall be placed in an educational program operated by the Los

Angeles County Office of Education.

There are significant changes to California’s assessment and accountability system. Formerly,
under the Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) system, students across the state were
assessed on the California State Standards in English Language Arts (ELA) and mathematics in
grades two through eleven. In addition, students in grades five, eight and ten were tested in
science and students in grades eight, ten and eleven were also tested in history.

In 2013-14, new legislation established the California Assessment of Student Performance and
Progress (CAASPP). Ed Code Section 60640 allowed for the participation of California students
in a field test of the new online Smarter Balanced assessments, which are being developed to
measure students’ achievement in the Common Core State Standards in ELA and mathematics.
Participation in the field tests was in lieu of the STAR tests for ELA and Math. No results,
however, were reported for this field test.

In 2013-14, as required by federal law, students did continue to take the STAR science tests at
grades five, eight, and ten. In addition, high school students continued to take the California
High School Exit Exam (CAHSEE).

The results of the science exams, CAHSEE passage rates, CAHSEE proficiency, and cohort

graduation rates will be presented as a part of this discussion item. In addition, the ramifications
for state and federal accountability systems will be discussed.

COMMENT: The Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District received voter approved
authorization through Measure ES to issue up to $385 million of local general
obligation bonds for the purpose of improving district facilities. The language
describing the purpose of these funds included in the resolution adopted by the
Board prior to the election reads:

“To improve academic instruction and school safety by modernizing high
school classrooms and campuses, repairing aging elementary schools,
ensuring every school meets current earthquake and fire safety standards
to protect students, and constructing, acquiring, modernizing, and/or
repairing classrooms, sites, facilities, equipment, computers, and learning
technology to raise student achievement...”

The District began the work of planning and prioritizing for the use of Measure
ES funds by contracting with Heery International to build upon our current
successful bond program and develop strategies for improving the process.
Heery conducted a series of interviews with SMMUSD representatives and were
provided documents from previous bond programs to do their analysis. The
interviews included:

e Measure BB Advisory Committee Chairs and representatives
Malibu High School site committee representatives
Site Administrators involved with Measure BB projects
Facility and Maintenance staff
Senior Cabinet
Board liaisons to the Facility Advisory Committee
Architects involved with Measure BB

Heery made a number of recommendations regarding the program which were
outlined in their letter of September 2, 2014 (attached) and will present in more
detail at the Board meeting.

rather, only the relevant section appears in the following pages.)

This update clarifies:
o the definition of ‘temporary,’
¢ limits the definition to event and program specific signage,
e sets time limits for banners and signage, and
e requires all banners, including those initiated by a school site, to be
permitted.

USE OF SCHOOL FACILITIES

Procedures for Temporary Signage and Banners

The Board of Education recognizes that District Facilities are a community resource whose
primary purpose is to support school programs and activities. The District owns facilities in
Santa Monica and Malibu that have ample space to hang or post advertisements. The fences,
walls and surfaces around the District are often used to announce, promote and market District,
events, activities and services. The District maintains the right to determine what signage is
placed on the campuses and by whom. This administrative regulation provides guidelines and
practices to permit temporary banners, placard and signs on surfaces of the District.

1. Definitions and Guidelines: The Board of Education authorizes the Superintendent or
designee to permit sighage to be posted as per the following regulations.

1.1. The term "signage" will refer to any image or text placed on a temporary banner,
placard or sign on the interior/exterior of a District physical structure, such as a
building, fence or wall.

1.2 These procedures govern signage pertaining to the announcement of events and
programs. They may include acknowledgement of sponsors and supporters of
the event.

1.3 These procedures do not govern permanent signage, such as building/campus
identification, safety, informational, directional or way finding signage.

1.4 These procedures do not govern the permanent naming of facilities or other
programs or the special acknowledgement of larger, non-event funding as
managed in the Gift Policy. These types of signage and banner are supported by
the Santa Monica-Malibu Education Foundation and coordinated with the Facility
Use Department.

1.5 Signage announcing and promoting events may only be in place for a maximum
of thirty (30) days. Signage in support of sports teams and programs may only be
in place to the term of the sport’s season, not to exceed three (3) months.
Signage for school district and affiliated programs may be one location for the
maximum of three (3) months.

1.26. Signage must be placed in a location and manner that will not harm the school
facility, including but not limited to damage of paint/surface, fire/safety regulations
and wind/load considerations.

1.37. Signage must be consistent with the use of school facilities and grounds and not
interfere with the regular conduct of schoolwork.

1.48. Language and images on signage must be respectful and tolerant of all people
on the basis of race, religion, creed, national origin, gender, disability and sexual
orientation.

1.59. The District does not permit political or issue based signage other than signage
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related to a permitted event at school site.

1.610. All Signage must adhere to the Rules of Use for Facilities.

2. Approvals: The regulations and process for posting signage must receive the approvals
listed below.

2.1

All requests for sighage must apply to the Facility Use Department with

the completed Banner Request Form. All signhage must by permitted by
the Facility Use Department.

All signage must be approved by the Administrator of the Site where it will be
placed. Approval must include text, images, materials, location, and duration the
signage will be present.

All signage to be hung by outside organizations or that endorses an outside
group, including affiliated organizations, must be approved by the Director of
Facility Use.

An organization may request a review by the Superintendent if their request to
post signage is denied. The Superintendent has the final authority to allow or
deny the request.

The Superintendent or designee will generate a Temporary Signage Request
Form that contains the necessary information to facilitate the permitting of the
temporary signage request.

3. Categories: The regulations and process for hanging temporary signage depends on the
status of the user group and the purpose of the signage.

3.1.

3.2.

School & District Organizations

3.1.1. All temporary signage promoting District or school activities may be
posted at no fee with site administrator approval.

3.1.2. Temporary signage promoting District or school activities that also
endorses or promotes any outside organization must receive approval by
the Director of Facility Use. An applicable donation fee to the school or
activity will be determined. This includes temporary signage at athletic
facilities whose proceeds for posting the signage supports an athletic
team and the posting of signage in exchange for an in-kind donation of
services or products.

Affiliated and Joint Use Organizations: This includes Affiliated Groups as
designated in Board Policy 1330, the Cities of Malibu and Santa Monica and
Santa Monica College.

3.2.1. All temporary signage promoting Affiliated and Joint Use activities may be
posted at no fee with site administrator and Director of Facility Use
approval.
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3.2.2. Temporary signage promoting Affiliated and Joint Use activities that also
endorses or promotes an outside organization must receive approval by
the Director of Facility Use. An applicable donation fee to the school or
affiliated group will be determined. This includes the posting of signage in
exchange of an in-kind donation of services or products.

3.3.  Non-Profit and Commercial Organizations

3.3.1. Non-Profit and Commercial Organization may be allowed to post
temporary signage promoting an upcoming event or an event in progress
that has been permitted by the Facility Use Department. Approval by the
site administrator and Director of Facility Use is required. An appropriate
permit fee will be accessed.

3.3.2. Temporary signage promoting Non-Profit and Commercial Organization
activities that also endorse or promote any non-permitted organization
must receive approval by the Director of Facility Use. An applicable
permit fee will be determined. This includes the posting of signage in
exchange of an in-kind donation of services or products.

4, Distribution: The permit fees for posting temporary signage will differ among the stated
categories.

4.1.  All donation fees received as part of temporary signage connected with the
school, District, affiliated or joint use activities will be directed to the school site or
affiliated group.

4.2.  All permit fees for posting temporary signage will split evenly between the school
site facility permit fund and the Facility Use Department.

It is recommended that the Board of Education consider replacing BP and AR 5144 — Discipline.

COMMENTS: CSBA recommends these revisions to reflect new State and Federal guidance
encouraging the use of disciplinary measures that provide appropriate
interventions and supports rather than exclusionary discipline practices (e.g.,
suspension and expulsion). Additionally, the policy reflects changes to Education
Code regarding using other means of correction. The policy also reflects new
law (AB 97, 2013), which requires the district's LCAP to include goals for
addressing student engagement and school climate.
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Students BP 5144

DISCIPLINE

The Board of Education is committed to providing a safe, supportive, and positive school
environment which is conducive to student learning and to preparing students for responsible
citizenship by fostering self-discipline and personal responsibility. The Board believes that high
expectations for student behavior, use of effective school and classroom management
strategies, provision of appropriate intervention and support, and parent involvement can
minimize the need for disciplinary measures that exclude students from instruction as a means
for correcting student misbehavior.

The Superintendent or designee shall design a complement of effective, age-appropriate
strategies for maintaining a positive school climate and correcting student misbehavior at district
schools. The strategies shall focus on providing students with needed supports; communicating
clear, appropriate, and consistent expectations and consequences for student conduct; and
ensuring equity and continuous improvement in the implementation of district discipline policies

and practices.

In addition, the Superintendent or designee's strategies shall reflect the Board's preference for
the use of positive interventions and alternative disciplinary measures over exclusionary
discipline measures as a means for correcting student misbehavior.

Disciplinary measures that may result in loss of instructional time or cause students to be
disengaged from school, such as detention, suspension, and expulsion, shall be imposed only
when required by law or when other means of correction have been documented to have failed.
(Education Code 48900.5)

Each school will adopt site-level behavior expectations (e.g. code of conduct, discipline matrix)
and discipline rules to be followed by every student at school or at school-sponsored or school-
related activities. School behavior expectations and disciplinary rules are to meet the school's
particular needs and be consistent with law, Board policy, and district requlations. Behavior
expectations and disciplinary rules shall be included in each school’'s comprehensive school
safety plan. (Education Code 35291.5, 32282)

At all times, the safety of students and staff and the maintenance of an orderly school
environment shall be priorities in determining appropriate discipline and interventions. When
misconduct occurs, staff shall attempt to identify the causes of the student's behavior and
implement appropriate discipline. When choosing between different disciplinary or intervention
strategies, staff shall consider the effect of each option on the student's health, well-being, and
opportunity to learn.

Staff shall enforce disciplinary rules fairly, consistently, and in accordance with the district's
nondiscrimination policies.

The Superintendent or designee shall provide professional development as necessary to assist
staff in developing the skills needed to effectively implement the disciplinary or intervention
strategies adopted for district schools, including, but not limited to, consistent school and
classroom management skills, effective accountability and positive intervention techniques, and
development of strong, cooperative relationships with parents/guardians.

District goals for improving school climate, based on suspension and expulsion rates, surveys of
students, staff, and parents/quardians regarding their sense of school safety, and other local
measures, shall be included in the district's local control and accountability plan, as required by
law.

DISCIPLINE

Site-Level Behavior Expectations and Discipline Rules

Site-level behavior expectations and discipline rules shall be consistent with district policies and
administrative requlations. In developing site-level disciplinary rules, the principal or designee
shall solicit the participation, views, and advice of one representative selected by each of the
following groups: (Education Code 35291.5)

1. Parents/quardians

2. Teachers

3. School administrators

4. School security personnel, if any

5. For junior high and high schools, students enrolled in the school

Annually, site-level behavior expectations and discipline rules shall be reviewed and, if
necessary, updated to align with any changes in district discipline policies or goals for school
safety and climate as specified in the district's local control and accountability plan. Behavior
expectations and disciplinary rules shall be included in the school’'s comprehensive school

safety plan.

School rules shall be communicated to students clearly and in an age-appropriate manner.

It shall be the duty of each employee of the school to enforce the school rules on student
discipline. (Education Code 35291)

Disciplinary and Intervention Strategies

To the extent possible, and as appropriate, staff shall use disciplinary and intervention
strategies that keep students in school and patrticipating in the instructional program. Except
when a student's presence causes a danger to himself/herself or others, commits or he/she
commits a single act of a grave nature or an offense for which suspension or expulsion is
allowed or required by law, suspension or expulsion shall be used only when other means of
correction have failed to bring about proper conduct. Disciplinary and intervention strategies
may include, but are not limited to:

1. Discussion or conference between school staff and the student and his/her
parents/quardians

2. Referral of the student to the school counselor or other school support service personnel
for case management and counseling

3. Convening of a study team, guidance team, resource panel, or other intervention-related
team to assess the behavior and develop and implement an individual plan to address
the behavior in partnership with the student and his/her parents/guardians
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4, When applicable, referral for a comprehensive psychosocial or psychoeducational
assessment, including for purposes of creating an individualized education program or a
Section 504 plan

5. Enrollment in a program for teaching prosocial behavior or anger management
6. Participation in a restorative justice program
7. A positive behavior support approach with tiered interventions that occur during the

school day on campus

8. Participation in a social and emotional learning program that teaches students the ability
to understand and manage emotions, develop caring and concern for others, make
responsible decisions, establish positive relationships, and handle challenging situations

capably

9. Participation in a program that is sensitive to the traumas experienced by students,
focuses on students' behavioral health needs, and addresses those needs in a proactive
manner

10. After-school programs that address specific behavioral issues or expose students to
positive activities and behaviors, including, but not limited to, those operated in
collaboration with local parent and community groups

11. Recess restriction as provided in the section below entitled "Recess Restriction"

12. Detention after school hours as provided in the section below entitled "Detention After
School"

13. Community service as provided in the section below entitled "Community Service"

14. In accordance with Board policy and administrative regulation, restriction or
disqualification from participation in extracurricular activities

15. Reassignment to an alternative educational environment

16. Suspension and expulsion in accordance with law, Board policy, and administrative
regulation

When, by law or district policy, other means of correction are required to be implemented before
a student could be suspended or expelled, any other means of correction implemented shall be
documented and retained in the student's records. (Education Code 48900.5)

Recess Restriction

A teacher may restrict a student's recess time only when he/she believes that this action is the
most effective way to bring about improved behavior. The student shall be given adequate time
to use the restroom and get a drink or eat lunch, as appropriate. The student shall remain under
an employee's supervision during the period of restriction.

Detention After School

Students may be detained for disciplinary reasons up to one hour after the close of the
maximum school day. (5 CCR 353)
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If a student will miss his/her school bus on account of being detained after school, or if the
student is not transported by school bus, the principal or designee shall notify parents/guardians
of the detention at least one day in advance so that alternative transportation arrangements may
be made. The student shall not be detained unless the principal or designee notifies the
parent/guardian.

In cases where the school bus departs more than one hour after the end of the school day,
students may be detained until the bus departs. (5 CCR 307, 353)

Students shall remain under the supervision of an employee during the period of detention.

When Saturday School is an option, students may be offered the choice of serving their
detention on Saturday rather than after school.

Community Service

As part of or instead of disciplinary action, the Board, Superintendent, principal, or principal's
designee may, at his/her discretion, require a student to perform community service during
nonschool hours on school grounds or, with written permission of the student's parent/guardian,
off school grounds. Such service may include, but is not limited to, community or school outdoor
beautification, campus betterment, and teacher, peer, or youth assistance programs.
(Education Code 48900.6)

This community service option is not available for a student who has been suspended, pending
expulsion, pursuant to Education Code 48915. However, if the recommended expulsion is not
implemented or the expulsion itself is suspended, then the student may be required to perform
community service for the resulting suspension. (Education Code 48900.6)

Notice to Parents/Guardians and Students

At the beqginning of the school year, the Superintendent or designee shall notify
parents/quardians, in writing, about the availability of district rules related to discipline.
(Education Code 35291, 48980)

The Superintendent or designee shall also provide written notice of disciplinary rules to transfer
students at the time of their enrollment in the district.

learning. Assessment data shaII be used to help determlne individual students progress,

mastery of academic standards, appropriate placement in district programs, and/or eligibility for
graduation. In addition, summary data on student assessment results shall be used by the
district to identify and review student achievement goals in the district’s local control and
accountability plan, to evaluate district educational programs in order to identify needed
improvements, and, as appropriate evaluate staff performance.

To obtain the most accurate evaluation of student performance, the district shall use a variety of
measures, including district, state, and/or national assessments. As appropriate, assessment
results shall be disaggregated by student subgroup, classroom, grade level, and/or school site
to allow for critical analysis of student needs.

In selecting or developing any district assessment, the Superintendent or designee shall
examine evidence of its reliability, its validity for the intended purpose and for various student
populations, and the extent to which it aligns with the material that is being taught.

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that assessments are administered in accordance

with the law and the test publisher’s dlrectlons and that test admlnlstratlon procedures are fair
and equnable for students

The Superintendent or designee shall provide professional development as needed to assist
administrators and teachers and-paraprofessionals in interpreting and using assessment data to
improve student performance and the instructional program.

When districtwide and school-level results of student assessments are published by the state,
the Superintendent or designee may provide supplementary information to assist
parents/guardians and the local community in interpreting understanding test results. and

When districtwide and school-level results of student assessments are published by the state,
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the Superintendent or designee may provide supplementary information to assist
parents/quardians and the community in understanding test results.

Individual Record of Accomplishment

The Superintendent or designee shall ensure that each student, by the end of grade 12, has an
individual record of accomplishment that includes the following: (Education Code (60607)

1. The results of the state achievement tests administered pursuant to Education Code
60640 60649 or any predecessor assessments lhepeseuseﬂheeehre%meni—test
2 pursuant to

Educatlon Code 60640 60647

2. The results of any end-of-course examinations taken

3. The results of any vocational education certification examinations taken

No individual record of accomplishment shall be released to any person, other than the
student's parent/guardian or a teacher, counselor, or administrator directly involved with the
student, without the written consent of the student's parent/guardian, or the student if he/she is
an adult or emancipated minor. The student or his/her parent/guardian may authorize the
release of the record of accomplishment to a postsecondary educational institution for the
purposes of credit, placement, or admission. (Education Code 60607)

It is recommended that the Board of Education consider revising BP and AR 6162.51 — State
Academic Achievement Tests.

COMMENTS: CSBA recommends updating this policy to reflect new law (AB 484), which

establishes a new state assessment system, designated by the CDE as the
California Assessment of Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP),
beginning in the 2013-14 school year. The policy also reflects new law (SB 247),
which requires the CDE to identify existing tests that may be used by classroom
teachers for diagnostic purposes in grade 2. The policy reflects new law (AB 97),
which repealed law that encouraged boards to examine state assessment results
by school, grade, and student subgroup during their annual discussion of each
school's Academic Performance Index, but which still requires demonstration of
comparable improvement in academic achievement by numerically significant
student subgroups.

The regulation has been retitled and updated to reflect the tests that are included
in the CAASPP state assessment system established by new law (AB 484),
including, but not limited to, 2013-14 field tests of the Smarter Balanced
Assessment Consortium tests in English language arts and mathematics. The
regulation also reflects the SBE's authorization to use the Standards-Based Test
in Spanish (STS) to assess students in a dual language immersion program.
Details of allowable testing variations deleted pending the adoption of revised
Title 5 regulations, but reference added to related guidelines from Smarter
Balanced Assessment Consortium.

The Board of Education recognizes that state achievement test results provide an indication of

student progress in achieving state academic standards and may be used to promote high-
quality teachlnq and Iearnlnq de&ms%use##&msw%&eﬁheaeh@*emem—te%eevama%e

theupe#e#maneeuef—smdeﬂ%&aeres&the—sta{e The Superlntendent or deS|gnee shaII admln ster

mandatory student assessments within the California Assessment of Student Performance and

In addition to the duties prescribed in 5 CCR 857-858, the district coordinator shall establish
guidelines to help ensure that the test contractor is provided complete student information, as
specified in 5 CCR 861 and 870, for purposes of the Academic Performance Index.

After receiving summary reports and files from the test contractor, the district coordinator shall
review the files and reports for completeness and accuracy and shall notify the test contractor
and the CDE of any errors, discrepancies, or incomplete information. (5 CCR 857)

As appropriate, the Superintendent or designee shall assign a specially trained district
employee to serve as a text proctor to assist the text examiner; a specially trained district
employee, or other person supervised by a district employee, to serve as a translator to
translate the test directions into a student's primary language; and a district employee to serve
as a scribe to transcribe a student's responses to the format required by the test. A student's
parent/guardian shall not be eligible to be that student's translator or scribe. (5 CCR 850)

Test coordinators, examiners, proctors, translators, and scribes shall sign a text security
agreement or affidavit. (5 CCR 850, 857-859)

Report of Test Results

For any state assessments that produce valid individual student results, the Superintendent or
designee shall provide a written report of the student’s results to his/her parents/quardians,
which includes a clear explanation of the purpose of the test, the student’s score, and its
intended use by the district. An individual student’s scores shall also be reported to his/her
school and teacher(s) and shall be included in his/her student record. (Education Code 60641;

5 CCR 863)
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With parent/quardian consent, the Superintendent or designee may release a student’s test
results to a postsecondary educational institution for the purposes of credit, placement,
determination of readiness for college-level coursework, or admission. (Education Code 60641)

The Superintendent or designee shall present districtwide, school-level, and grade-level results
to the Board of Education at a regularly scheduled meeting. The Board shall not receive
individual students' scores or the relative position of any individual student.

COMMENTS: CSBA recommends updating this policy to reflect new law (AB 484, 2013), which
establishes the CAASPP assessment system, prohibits use of a program for the
sole purpose of test preparation for state assessments, and allows districts to
familiarize students with item types or the computer-based testing environment
used in the CAASPP. The policy deletes material reflecting state regulations on
test preparation repealed by Register 2014, No. 6.

The Board of Education desires to protect the integrity of student assessment processes in
order to obtain an accurate and reliable assessment-of student achievement data and to ensure
inthe-districtand-maintain accountability to the community and state.

Reports of student cheating on assessments shall be submitted to the Superintendent or

designee. principal-ordesigneeforinvestigation. The superintendent or designee shall

immediately investigate with due diligence any reports of inappropriate test preparation or other
testing irreqularities.

Students found to have cheated on assessments shall be subject to disciplinary procedures in
accordance with Board policy and administrative regulations.

A staff member found to have committed testing irregularities shall be subject to discipline in
accordance with law, where-applicable; applicable collective bargaining agreements, Board
policy, and administrative regulations.

The Superintendent or designee shall immediately investigate with due diligence any reports of
inappropriate test preparation or other testing irregularities.

If the Superintendent or designee is made aware of a testing irregularity on state assessments,
he/she shall report the irregularity to the California Department of Education.

RECOMMENDATION NO. A.28

It is recommended that the Board of Education (“Board”) approve a settlement, release, and
compromise between Exposition Metro Line Construction Authority (EXPO) and Santa Monica-
Malibu Unified School District (SMMUSD) and STG Three Properties, LLC (STG) regarding 902
Colorado Avenue, Santa Monica, California and adopt Resolution No. 14-08 to dedicate a
portion of district property located at 902 Colorado Avenue, Santa Monica, California, to
Southern California Edison Company (SCE) for a distribution easement in conjunction with the
EXPO project on Colorado Avenue.

COMMENT:

The Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District currently owns and leases
property located at 902 Colorado Avenue in the City of Santa Monica. The
property is currently leased to STG who provides property management services
and leases business units at the location.

Construction of Phase 2 of the Exposition Light Rail Transit Project is currently
underway. In connection with the Project, EXPO has been working with different
entities and property owners to obtain the necessary rights needed to complete
the Project, including utility relocation related to or resulting from the Project.
SCE is one such entity that will replace and/or relocate facilities within the Project
limits. District property was identified as being affected by such improvements,
which will require securing distribution easement rights.

The Board received information regarding the proposed easement at their
meeting of February 21, 2013, and granted a Right of Entry and Construction
Permit Agreement on March 5, 2013. Construction by SCE has progressed
since that time based upon an amended Right of Entry and Construction Permit
Agreement approved by the Board on May 16, 2013. District staff continued
discussions with EXPO regarding an easement for the property. EXPO
preserved their rights by filing an eminent domain action in July 2013. After
lengthy discussions, the District and EXPO agreed to mediate the terms and
value of the easement. The agreement reached as a result of that mediation is
before the Board this evening for consideration. In summary, the agreement sets
out compensation of $185,000 for the easement. By the terms of the lease with
STG Three Properties, this amount will be shared between the District and STG.

Education Code Section 17556 allows for the dedication of the Easement by the
District. Education Code Section 17557 provides that the District may dedicate
the Easement if the Board first adopts a resolution declaring its intention to
dedicate the Easement in a regular open meeting by a two-thirds vote of all its
members. This action occurred on April 18, 2013.
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After adopting a resolution of intent to dedicate the Easement, Education Code
Section 17558 requires the District to give at least 10-days’ notice of a public
hearing and consideration of adopting a resolution to dedicate the Easement. At
the time of the public hearing and after considering the staff’s presentation, public
comments, and any formal protests, the Board can consider adopting a
Resolution to dedicate a portion of District property located at 902 Colorado
Avenue to SCE for a distribution easement in conjunction with the EXPO Project
at 902 Colorado Avenue. The vote must pass by a two-thirds majority of the
Board.

The Board is being asked to take two separate actions:

1. Approve a settlement, release, and compromise between Exposition Metro
Line Construction Authority (EXPO) and Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School
District and STG Three Properties LLC regarding 902 Colorado Ave, Santa
Monica, California;

AND

2. Adopt Resolution No. 14-08 to dedicate a portion of district property located
at 902 Colorado Avenue to Southern California Edison Company for a
distribution easement in conjunction with the EXPO project on Colorado
Avenue.

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SETTLEMENT AGREEMENT, RELEASE, AND COMPROMISE

This Settlement Agreement, Release, and Compromise (“Agreement”) is made
and entered into as of July 21, 2014 (“Effective Date”), by and between Exposition Metro Line
Construction Authority (“Expo”), and Santa Monica Malibu Unified School District
(“SMMUSD”) and STG Three Properties (“STG”, and collectively with SMMUSD,
“Defendants”). Expo, SMMUSD and STG are hereinafter collectively referred to as the
“Parties” or individually referred to as a “Party”. :

RECITALS
The following Recitals form the basis, and are a material part, of this Agreement:

A. SMMUSD owns the property located at 902 Colorado Avenue, Santa
Monica, CA (the “Property”™).

B. STG ground leases the Property from SMMUSD.

C. Expo is overseeing the final design and construction of the Exposition
Light Rail Transit Project, a 15-mile light rail line running from Downtown Los Angeles to two
blocks from the Santa Monica pier (“Project”). As the Project approaches its terminus in Santa
Monica, it will run down the center of Colorado Avenue, which requires relocating existing
Southern California Edison (“SCE”) underground utility lines to the edge of the street. In order
to install and maintain those SCE utility lines, Expo needs to acquire, on SCE’s behalf, a
permanent easement located on the Property, as more particularly described in the Grant of
Fasement attached hereto as Exhibit “1” and incorporated herein by reference (“Easement”).

D. In order to acquire the Easement, on July 16, 2013, Expo filed an eminent
domain action in the Superior Court of the State of California for the County of Los Angeles as
Case No. BC515333 (the “Action”). SMMUSD and STG appeared in the Action and filed
answers asserting rights to just compensation associated with Expo’s proposed acquisition of the
Easement. '

E. By this Agreement, the Parties desire to fully and finally settle all disputes
between them, including, but not limited to, those related to the Action, Expo’s acquisition of the
Easement, and/or the construction and operation of the Project in the manner proposed. The
purpose of this Agreement is to document and effectuate that settlement.

TERMS

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the representations, promises and mutual
promises herein contained, the above recitals, which are incorporated herein by reference, and
for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which are hereby
acknowledged, it is mutually agreed as follows:



PAYMENT TO DEFENDANTS. Expo shall pay Defendants the total
sum of One Hundred and Eighty Five Thousand Dollars ($185,000.00), inclusive
of attorneys’ fees, costs, and interest (“Payment”). Said Payment shall constitute
the total amount of just compensation paid to Defendants for (i) the Easement;
and (ii) all other claims and damages to which Defendants may have been
entitled, including, but not limited to, severance damages, loss of goodwill, loss of
or damage to improvements pertaining to the realty, fixtures, equipment, and/or
inventory, precondemnation damages, leasehold bonus value, claims for
attorneys’ fees, litigation expenses, statutory costs, interest, and any and all other
kinds of compensation, damage, or other claims arising out of or relating to the
Action, the acquisition of the Easement, and/or construction and operation of the
Project in the manner proposed. The Payment shall be made payable to the “Law
Offices of Bruce Lorman Client Trust Account.” SMMUSD and STG shall be
responsible for allocating the Payment pursuant to the Parties’ agreement. The
payment shall be allocated between SMMUSD and STG as follows: (1) the sum
of $154,443.38 shall be distributed to SMMUSD and (2) the sum of $ 30,556.62
shall be distributed to STG. The Payment from Expo shall be due within thirty
(30) days of (i) all Parties’ execution of this Agreement and (ii) SMMUSD’s
execution and delivery of the Grant of Easement attached hereto. The Payment
shall be delivered to counsel for SMMUSD. The payment from counsel for
SMMUSD shall be due within ten (10) days of bank confirmation that Expo’s
check has been paid and cleared by SMMUSD counsel’s bank.

. NOTICE OF SETTLEMENT & DISMISSAL OF ACTION. Within 5
days of the Parties’ of the execution of this Agreement and SMMUSD’s execution
and delivery of the Grant of Easement, Expo shall file a notice of settlement with
the Court. Further, within 10 days of SMMUSD’s receipt of the Payment, Expo
shall dismiss the entire Action. Expo shall be entitled to withdraw the funds it
previously deposited with the State Treasurer associated with the Action.

RELEASE BY DEFENDANTS. Except as to such rights, obligations or
claims as may be created or preserved by this Agreement, effective immediately,
Defendants, for themselves, and for all of their past, present, and future agents,
employees, partners, partnerships, co-venturers, owners, co-owners, contractors,
subcontractors, tenants, subtenants, business entities or divisions, attorneys,
administrators, predecessors, successors, and assigns hereby releases and forever
discharges Expo, its agents, employees, contractors, representatives, insurers,
attorneys, predecessors, successors, assigns, and each of their officers, directors,
owners, shareholders, officials, agents, and employees, and all persons and
entities acting by, through, under, or in concert with them, or with any of them, of
and from any and all liability whatsoever, whether in contract, tort, or otherwise,
including all claims, demands, causes of action, obligations, agreements, costs,
fees, expenses, and damages of whatever kind or nature related to the Action,
Expo’s acquisition of the Easement, and the construction and operation of the
Project in the manner proposed.




RELEASE BY PLAINTIFF. Except as to such rights, obligations or
claims as may be created or preserved by this Agreement, effective immediately,
Plaintiff, for itself, and for all of its past, present, and future agents, employees,
partners, partnerships, co-venturers, owners, co-owners, contractors,
subcontractors, tenants, subtenants, business entities or divisions, attorneys,
administrators, predecessors, successors, and assigns, including but not limited to
SCE hereby releases and forever discharges SMMUSD, STG and their agents,
employees, contractors, representatives, insurers, attorneys, predecessors,
successors, assigns, and each of their officers, directors, owners, shareholders,
officials, agents, and employees, and all persons and entities acting by, through,
under, or in concert with them, or with any of them, of and from any and all
liability whatsoever, whether in contract, tort, or otherwise, including all claims,
demands, causes of action, obligations, agreements, costs, fees, expenses, and
damages of whatever kind or nature related to the Action, Expo’s acquisition of
the Easement, and the construction and operation of the Project in the manner
proposed.

WAIVER OF SECTION 1542. There is a risk that subsequent to the
execution of this Agreement, a Party will discover, incur or suffer loss, damages
or injuries which are in some way related to the matters released but which are
unknown or unanticipated at the time that this Agreement is executed. Each Party
assumes this risk and understands that THIS AGREEMENT SHALL APPLY TO
ALL UNKNOWN OR UNANTICIPATED RESULTS OF, OR RELATED TO,
THE MATTERS RELEASED ABOVE, AS WELL AS THOSE KNOWN AND
ANTICIPATED. Each Party expressly acknowledges that each is familiar with
section 1542 of the California Civil Code, which provides:

A general release does not extend to claims which the creditor does
not know or suspect to exist in his or her favor at the time of
executing the release, which if known by him or her must have
materially affected his or her settlement with the debtor.

Each Party understands and acknowledges the significance and consequence of
this specific waiver of section 1542. Having the opportunity to consult with legal
counsel, each Party expressly waives and relinquishes any and all rights and
benefits which each Party may have under section 1542 of the Civil Code to the
full extent that such rights and benefits may be lawfully waived pertaining to the
subject matter of this Agreement. '

DISPUTED CLAIMS. In entering into this Agreement, or otherwise
acting hereunder, no Party admits the claims or defenses of the other which are
released herein. Each Party disputes such claims and defenses. This Agreement
is in compromise of the disputed claims between the Parties and shall never be
treated as an admission of liability by any Party, court, arbitrator(s), mediator(s),
or dispute resolution panel.

CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT. This Agreement shall not be
construed against the Party preparing the same, and shall be construed without
regard to the identity of the person who drafted such and shall be construed as if
all parties had jointly prepared this Agreement and it shall be deemed their joint
work product, and each and every provision of this Agreement shall be construed
as though all of the parties hereto participated equally in the drafting hereof; and
any uncertainty or ambiguity shall not be interpreted against any one Party. Asa
result of the foregoing, any rule of construction that a document is to be construed
against the drafting Party shall not be applicable.

ADVICE OF COUNSEL AND VOLUNTARY EXECUTION. Each
Party has freely and voluntarily read and executed this Agreement. Each Party
has had this Agreement, its meaning, effect, significance and consequences fully
explained to them by their attorneys of choice and acknowledge that they fully
understand the meaning, effect, significance and consequences thereof.

BINDING EFFECT. The terms of this Agreement shall be binding upon,
and inure to the benefit of the predecessors, successors, assigns, heirs and
personal representatives of each Party hereto. Each Party hereto represents to
each other Party that no assignment or transfer of any interest, claim or cause of
action which is the subject of this Agreement, or the proceeds of any such interest,
claim or cause of action, has been made by or from any such Party.

WARRANTY OF AUTHORITY. Each of the signatories hereto

- warrants and represents that he or she is competent and authorized to enter into

this Agreement on behalf of the Party for whom he or she purports to sign this
Agreement. Expo represents and warrants that it has the authority to enter into this
Agreement on behalf of SCE.

SEVERABILITY. In the event that any provision of this Agreement, or
part thereof, shall for any reason be held to be unenforceable, invalid or contrary
to public policy or any law, the whole Agreement shall not be invalidated but,
instead, the Agreement shall be construed as if it did not contain the
unenforceable or invalid portion.

PERFORMANCE OF ADDITIONAL ACTS. Each Party agrees that it
shall execute and deliver any and all documents and perform any and all acts
required on their part or those which may be reasonably necessary to effectuate
and complete and facilitate the provisions of this Agreement.

MODIFICATION IN WRITING. This Agreement may be modified
only by written agreement of each Party affected by such modification.

EXECUTION IN COUNTERPARTS. This Agreement may be
executed in multiple counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, and
all of which shall constitute one agreement to be effective on the date first above
written. '

This Agreement contains the entire
understanding and agreement between the parties hereto with respect to the
matters referred to in it. No other representations, covenants, undertakings, or
prior or contemporaneous agreements, oral or written, regarding such matters
which are not specifically contained and/or incorporated into this Agreement by
reference, shall be deemed, in any way to exist or bind any of the parties. Each
Party acknowledges that it has not been induced to enter into the Agreement and
has not executed the Agreement in reliance upon any promises, representations,
warranties or statements not incorporated by reference into the Agreement.

SANTA MONICA MALIBU UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT, (hereinafter referred to as “Grantor”), hereby
grants to SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA EDISON COMPANY, a corporation, its successors and assigns (hereinafter
referred to as “Grantee™), an easement and right of way to construct, use, maintain, operate, alter, add to, repair, replace,
reconstruct, inspect and remove at any time and from time to time underground electrical supply systems and
communication systems (hereinafter referred to as “systems”), consisting of wires, underground conduits, cables, vaults,
manholes, handholes, and including above-ground enclosures, markers and concrete pads and other appurtenant fixtures
and equipment necessary or useful for distributing electrical energy and for transmitting intelligence by electrical means,
in, on, over, under, across and along that certain real property in the County of Los Angeles, State of California, described
on the Exhibit “C”, attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof. The electrical use through the wires,
conduits or cables shall not exceed 50-133 kV (kilo volts). Any other use of the easement shall require the prior written
consent of Grantor, which consent may be withheld in Grantor’s absolute discretion.

The strip of land is more particularly described on the Exhibit "A" and more particularly shown on the Exhibit
"B". both attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof.

All systems, except a portion of a vault and its appurtenances to be installed within the Grantor’s property, are
installed or to be installed in the public street, sidewalk or other right-of-way adjacent to this easement.

Grantor agrees for itself, its heirs and assigns, not to erect, place or maintain, nor to permit the erection,
placement or maintenance of any building, planter boxes, earth fill or other structures except walls and fences on the
above described real property. The Grantee, and its contractors, agents and employees, shall have the right to trim or cut
tree roots as may endanger or interfere with said systems and shall have free access to said systems and every part
thereof, at all times, for the purpose of exercising the rights herein granted; provided, however, that in making any
excavation on said property of the Grantor, the Grantee shall make the same in such a manner as will cause the least
injury to the surface and sub-surface of the ground around such excavation, and shall replace the earth so removed by it
and restore the surface and sub-surface of the ground to as near the same condition as it was prior to such excavation as is
practicable. ‘
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To the extent Grantee, in the exercise of its sole discretion, determines that it no longer requires this easement,
Grantee shall quitclaim and release this easement on a form mutually agreeable to Grantee and Grantor.

Following its activities taken pursuant to this easement, Grantee shall, at its cost, restore the underlying property
to the condition as it existed in prior to Grantee’s work. Grantee shall be responsible for the remediation of any
contamination and shall pay all expenses of cleaning up and monitoring the environmental status of the land and for the
disposal of any hazardous materials brought onto the site or created by Grantee (if any).

Grantee shall not assign this easement without the prior written consent of Grantor. Any proposed assignment
shall require that any assignee shall comply with the California Code of Regulations, Title 5 (or such other regulations as
shall then be applicable), that relate to the California Department of Education’s School Site and Selection and Approval
Guide and then current Standards of School Site Selection and Environmental Hazards standards as set forth by the
School Facilities and Transportation Services Divisions. Provided such compliance exists, such consent not to be
unreasonably withheld.

Grantor reserves the right (subject to the restrictions herein) to utilize the ground space above Grantee’s
facilities, provided the exercise of such rights does not unreasonably interfere with Grantee’s use and enjoyment of the
rights set forth herein.

Grantor will ensure that Grantee has reasonable access to the easement area at all times. Such access will provide
a clearance of at least sixteen feet (16') of vertical clearance above the surface of the land for access to a vault which is
within the easement area that is thirty (30') feet in length and three (3") to five (5") feet in width and a vertical clearance of
at least fifteen (15") feet above the surface of the land for the remainder of the casement area, all described as shown on
the Exhibits "A" and "B" attached hereto.

WHEREAS, Southern California Edison seeks the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School
District’s (“District”) dedication of certain portions of the property owned by the District at 902
Colorado Avenue, in the form of a perpetual “Easement” to the Southern California;

WHEREAS, the Southern California Edison has the need to replace and/or relocate
facilities within the EXPO Project area;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Education Code section 17556 et seq., Grantor may dedicate
an Easement at its property at 902 Colorado Avenue to the Grantee for access, construction
and maintenance of the adjacent underground utility lines located in the public street or other
right-of-way upon such terms and conditions as the parties thereto may agree without complying
with any other provisions of the Education Code;

WHEREAS, the District does not need the Easement area for classroom buildings; and,;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Education Code section 17557, dedicating the Easement to
Southern California Edison must be done by passing a resolution by a two-thirds vote of the
District’s Board of Education.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School
District Board of Education (“Board”) hereby finds as follows:

1. The real property upon which the Easement is to be located is not needed for school
classroom buildings or educational purposes.

2. The dedication would be in the best interest of the District in that by dedicating the
Easement to the Southern California Edison, the District would enjoy the continued
use of the Easement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED The Board adopts this resolution to dedicate the

Easement in accordance with the procedures of Title 1, Division 1, Part 10.5, Chapter 4, Article
15 of the Education Code.
