PUBLIC COMMENTS

Public Comments is the time when members of the audience may address the Board of
Education on items not scheduled on the meeting’s agenda (the following rules apply to both
general public comments as well as comments about a specific agenda item). The Brown Act
(Government Code) states that Board members may not engage in discussion of issues raised
during Public Comments, except to ask clarifying questions, make a brief announcement, make a
brief report on his or her own activities, or to refer the matter to staff. Individual members of the
public who submit a public speaking card prior to the Board hearing an agenda item or general
public comments shall be allowed three (3) minutes to address the Board on each agenda or
nonagenda item, depending on the number of speakers. If there are ten or more speakers on an
agenda or nonagenda item, the Board shall limit the allowed time to two (2) minutes per speaker.
Individual speakers who submit a public speaking card after the Board begins to hear an agenda
item or general public comments shall be allowed one (1) minute to address the Board. A public
speaker may yield his/her time to another speaker, but must be present when his/her name is
called. The donor would then give up his/her opportunity to speak. The public speaker who
receives the donated minutes shall speak for no more than four (4) minutes maximum. The
president may take a poll of speakers for or against a particular issue and may ask that additional
persons speak only if they have something new to add. Individuals represented by a common
point of view may be asked to select one individual to speak for the group. The president may, at
his/her discretion, allow five (5) minutes for those who are serving as a spokesperson for a group
or organization. The Board may limit the total time for public input on each item to thirty (30)
minutes. If the number of persons wishing to address the Board of Education exceeds the time
limit, additional time will be provided in Section XVI. CONTINUATION OF PUBLIC COMMENTS.

PARENTAL NOTIFICATIONS

The Board of Education recognizes that notifications are essential to effective communication
between the school and the home. The Superintendent or designee shall send students and
parents/guardians all notifications required by law, including notifications about their legal rights,
and any other notifications he/she believes will promote parental understanding and
involvement.

The notice required pursuant to Education Code 48980 shall be sent at the beginning of each
academic year and may be provided either by reqular mail, in electronic form when so
requested by the parent/quardian, or by any other method normally used to communicate with
parents/quardians in writing. (Education Code 48981, 48982)

If any activity specified in Education Code 48980 will be undertaken by any school during the
forthcoming school term, the notice shall state that fact and the approximate date on which any
such activity will occur. No such activity shall be undertaken with respect to any particular
student unless his/her parent/quardian has been information of such activity through the annual
notification or other separate special notification. (Education Code 48983 — 48984)

The annual natification shall include a request that the parent/guardian sign the notice and

return it to school or, if the notice is provided in electronic format, that the parent/guardian
submit a signed acknowledgment of receipt of the notice to the school. The parent/quardian’s
sighature is an acknowledgement of receipt of the information but does not indicate that consent
to participate in any particular program has been given or withheld. (Education Code 48982)

Notifications to parents/guardians shall be written both in English and in the family's primary
language when so required by law. (Education Code 48981, 48985; 20 USC 6311, 6312)

Whenever an employee learns that a student's parent/guardian is for any reason unable to
understand the district's printed notifications, the principal or designee shall work with the
parent/guardian to establish other appropriate means of communication.

It is recommended that the Board of Education conduct in-person interviews with board applicants,
deliberate, and appoint a new member to fill the current vacancy on the Board of Education. Immediately
following the appointment, and at the authority of the Los Angeles County Registrar- Recorder/Clerk,
Superintendent Lyon will perform the Oath of Office for the appointee.

COMMENTS:

Due to Ben Allen being elected to the California State Senate in November 2014, there is
a vacancy on the Board of Education. This board agenda item will provide the Board of
Education the opportunity to:

e interview the eligible applicants,

e deliberate in open session regarding the applicants, and

e appoint one of the applicants to serve on the Board of Education.

The process of and timeline for filling a governing board vacancy is prescribed by
Education and Government Code (more information regarding the process and timeline
can be found at http://www.smmusd.org/board/appointment.html). Mr. Allen resigned
from the Board of Education on November 24, 2014; the Board of Education must make
an appointment within sixty days following the resignation. Immediately following Mr.
Allen’s resignation, a subcommittee of the board — consisting of Ms. Leon-Vazquez, Ms.
Lieberman, and Dr. Escarce — created an application to fill the vacancy. The application
was posted online on December 2, and a press release was also released that day
announcing the vacancy and process by which members of the public could apply.
Completed applications were due to the Superintendent’s Office by 4:30pm on December
18, 2014.

Eleven complete applications were received by the December 18, 2014, deadline.
During winter break, the same board subcommittee that created the application vetted
each completed application to ensure the applicants met the eligibility requirements, as
prescribed by Education and Government Code. Once the second semester resumed
following winter break, the board subcommittee informed the Superintendent’s Office of
which applicants met the eligibility requirements. The Superintendent’s Office then
invited those applicants to be interviewed in person by the Board of Education at this
board meeting.

In order to ensure impartiality among the applicants, the Board of Education will ask each
applicant the same set of four questions during tonight’s interviews. There will be no
follow-up questions. The questions were developed by the board subcommittee and are
unique from the questions asked on the application. During the interviews, each
applicant will be interviewed individually and will have a maximum of fifteen minutes to 1)
provide a two-minute opening statement, 2) answer each of the four questions (two
minutes for each), and 3) provide a brief closing statement. No applicant will be allowed
more than fifteen minutes during his/her interview. The Board President will act as the
moderator. Following each interview, there will be a five-minute transition period for
board members to record their own notes regarding the applicant’s answers to the
standard list of interview questions.

Once the in-person interviews have concluded, the Board of Education will entertain
public comments, if any.

The Board of Education will then have the opportunity to deliberate in open session. The
Recording Secretary will then call for nominations from the board members. Each board
member will record his/her vote from the list of nominees. The Recording Secretary will
collect the votes and read them aloud. If one of the nominees has received four or more
votes, then the board will make a motion, second, and cast a verbal vote to appoint the

applicant to fill the vacancy on the board. If none of the nominees receive four or more
votes, the board members will begin the deliberation, nomination, and voting process
over until one of the candidates has received four or more votes.

This appointment will be a provisional appointment. On January 16, 2015, the
Superintendent’s Office will send out a press release and post an announcement on the
district’'s web page that the board has made a provisional appointment to fill the vacancy.
As per Education Code, registered voters of the district may, within thirty days from the
date of the appointment, petition for the conduct of a special election to fill the vacancy. If
no petition is submitted, the appointment shall become effective. The person appointed
to fill the vacancy will serve until November 2016, which is when Mr. Allen’s term would
have expired.

At the authority of the Los Angeles County Registrar-Recorder/Clerk, Superintendent
Lyon will administer the Oath of Office for the appointee immediately following the
appointment. The Superintendent’s Office will submit the necessary paperwork to the
Los Angeles County Registrar-Recorder/Clerk as well as the Los Angeles County Office
of Education.

COMMEMORATING DR. MARTIN LUTHER KING, JR. DAY

Whereas, Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. was born in 1929 in Atlanta Georgia;

Whereas, the young Martin Luther King attended segregated public schools and
graduated from high school at age 15;

Whereas, Dr. King received his B.A. degree from Morehouse College in Georgia, the
alma mater of both his father and grandfather and earned his B.D. from Crozer Theological
Seminary. Later, in 1955, he received a Ph.D. from Boston University;

Whereas, Dr. King was committed to equal rights for African-Americans in this country
from an early age and was an active member of the NAACP;

Whereas, Dr. King led the boycott of Montgomery’s segregated buses for over a year
after Rosa Parks refused to give up her seat in a bus in 1955, and eventually, the Supreme
Court outlawed discrimination in public transportation and Dr. King emerged a prominent leader
of the civil rights movement;

Whereas, Dr. King began organizing protest demonstrations and marches in such cities
as Birmingham, Alabama, St. Augustine, Florida and Selma, Alabama. The marches were for
the right to vote, desegregation, labor rights and other basic civil rights.

Whereas, between 1957 and 1968, Dr. King canvassed the country and appeared more
than 2500 times to speak in protest against injustices toward his race;

Whereas, Dr. King wrote five books and numerous articles drawing on his experience as
a preacher to galvanize and inspire an audience. Dr. King was arrested and jailed on several
occasions;

Whereas, on August 28, 1963, Dr. King led the great march in Washington, DC, that
culminated with his famous “| Have a Dream” speech at the Lincoln Memorial. More than a
guarter million people of all ethnicities attended the event.

Whereas, at the height of Dr. King’s influence, the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and the
Voting Rights Act of 1965 were passed.

Whereas, Dr. King was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize in 1964, at the age of 35.

Whereas, Dr. King continued his work to attack discrimination in other parts of the North
and broadened his criticism against the Vietham War;

Whereas, Dr. King advocated for government compensatory program seeking restitution
of wages lost to slavery which in turn, demanded aid for the poorest communities and sought an
economic bill of rights that provided for massive government job programs to reconstruct
society;

Whereas, Dr. King continued to participate in the movement by supporting black city

workers striking for higher wages and better treatment in Memphis, Tennessee where he was
assassinated;
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Whereas, in 1986, Congress established the Martin Luther King Day as a United States
holiday and in 1994, King Day of Service was built on the teachings of nonviolence and social
justice to promote community service. The aim is to make the holiday a day where people of all
ages and backgrounds come together to improve lives, bridge social barriers, and move our
nation closer to the “Beloved Community” that Dr. King envisioned.

Therefore, let it be resolved, that the Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District
celebrates the life and legacy of a man who brought hope and healing to America. We
commemorate the timeless values he taught us through his example — the values of courage,
truth, justice, compassion, dignity, humility and service that so radiantly defined Dr. King’s
character and empowered his leadership. On this holiday, we commemorate the universal,
unconditional love, forgiveness and nonviolence that empowered his revolutionary spirit, and
speaks to the best of who we are as human beings.

Be it further resolved, that our schools, offices, and broader community become places
that embody the spirit of this great American by promoting and embracing reconciliation,
respect, brotherhood, and our common humanity, not just today, but every day of the year.
