High School Band, Orchestra and Choral Members 
 

MALES: tuxedo or black suit, white shirt (tucked in and buttoned up) black tie, 

black socks and black dress shoes. 

 

FEMALES: can wear their approved performance dress. If no performance dress 

is available, they should wear a long black dress, skirt (should cover the knees 

while seated) or slacks, and a black or white blouse (determined by your teacher). 

Sleeves may be long or short. Black socks/stockings/tights and black dress shoes. 

 

Middle School and Elementary Band, Orchestra and Choral Members 
 

MALES: can wear their approved performance dress.  If no performance dress is 

available, they should wear a white shirt (tucked in and buttoned up), black 

pants/slacks, black tie, black socks and black dress shoes. All white shirts may not 

be off-white and must be long or short sleeves. Black dress socks and shoes. Black 

ties should be worn for the middle school boys, and elementary boys are 

encouraged to wear a tie as well. 

 

FEMALES: can wear their approved performance dress. If no performance dress 

is available then pants/slacks or skirt (should cover the knees while seated), white 

blouse can be worn without tucking it in when appropriate. All white shirts may 

not be off-white. Black socks/stockings/tights and black dress shoes. 

 

 

ABSOLUTELY NO athletic shoes/sneakers or jeans allowed, even if they are 

black). No spaghetti straps allowed. No bare shoulders and/or midriffs.
